This is more separation of the flesh and the spirit. Our desires to be like Him become stronger. Ad this process continues every action or thought that is fleshly or carnal becomes evident. Stumbling blocks that have plagued us most or all of our lives make themselves known so we can confess them, ask for forgiveness from God and people we have hurt because of it, and allow us to walk in freedom. 

We must be willing to confront those things, submit to the obedience of Christ and walk in life. This requires repentance. If we have fear, anxiety, doubt, envy, strife, lust, anger, resentment, pride, etc., we will walk in death. Some of these things are so deep rooted that they are with us all the time stealing from us the life that God wants us to have. If we can obtain enough understanding of this we can walk with the flesh crucified at all times. If the flesh rises we can subdue it before it can manifest itself through the power that lives in us, the Holy Spirit, and His word. 

If we do not have an intimate relationship or maybe we do, but somehow those things are so deep rooted we have not been able to see them so they can be addressed, we will not walk in true joy and peace. We will be unstable and our fellowship with God and others will be stifled. We will find ourselves fighting condemnation often and become stressed and discouraged. We will fight doubt, anxiety, fear, and depression and question if god’s word really has power. Satan steals the word, kills our joy and destroys our faith. Our enemy is the workings of the flesh. Intimacy with God, love and faith cannot exist when those things do. Choose life or death. It is our choice. God has provided every thing we need to live a Godly victorious life through Jesus Christ our Lord.
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
